The length of the article should not exceed 15 pages. The minimum length of the paper is 5 pages.
Do not indent the first line of the paragraph. Paragraphs are separated by 1 space.

Do not number the pages. 
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Footnotes for additional information should be used.

1. Chapters and subchapters

For the chapter titles we will use TNR font, 12, bold-italic, left alignment, no indentation.
For the titles of the subchapters, we will use TNR font, 11, italic, left alignment, no indentation.

2. Tables, figures, graphs
2.1 Tables submitted as pictures cannot be included. Tables need to be formatted in Word.

All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. 
Title of the table should be placed above the table, centered. 
Title of the table will be written in TNR font, 10, bold, centred, spacing before 6 points, after 2 points, single line spacing. 
Source of the table should be placed under the table, centered. 
The source of the table (is mandatory) will be written in TNR font, 10 and only the word “source” will be written in italics, spacing before 2 points, single line spacing. 

Tables will be inserted centred across the width of the page.

2.2 Figures, graphs
Figures should be embedded in the text and have a high quality, suitable for reproduction and print.

Title of the figure should be placed above the figure, centered. 
Title of the figure will be written in TNR font, 10, bold, centred, spacing before 6 points, after 2 points, single line spacing.
Source of the figure should be placed under the figure, centered. 
The source of the figure (is mandatory) will be written in TNR font, 10 and only the word “source” will be written in italics, spacing before 2 points, single line spacing. 

Figures will be inserted centred across the width of the page.

Number figures consecutively in accordance with their appearance in the text.
3. Quotations 
Use single quotation marks for translations only, e.g. ‘Single quotation marks’.

Double quotation marks are applicable to all other references “Interpersonal synergies are higher-order control systems formed by coupling movement system degrees of freedom of two (or more) actors” (Riley, Richardson, Shockley and Ramezoni, 2011, 38). 
Quotations over three lines are spaced by one line above and below, Times New Roman 10, for instance:

As regards the demographic data, Figure 1 shows that the vast majority of ASE's AML students participating in Annual Student Conferences are female students (89%, Figure 1b), which is expected since the majority of ASE's AML students in general are female students (79%, Figure 1a).
